e Most holiday hours are 7:30am-5:30pm:

No school days (student vacations)  7:30 a.m.- 5:30p.m. Redemption Church
Summer: Monday-Friday 7:30 a.m. — 5:30p.m.

* Any release for inclement weather at school sites will be observed

e Provide a meal at 6pm; snacks and clients supplies.
e Provide 2 staff.
e Learn and Grow staff will be responsible for cleaning all areas that are utilized by the
program.
e Ensure students do not go into other parts of the building not designated for use by the
Learn and Grow program.
e Offer the STEM-focused curriculum
e Learn and Grow will incorporate homework, academics, reading, character building,
leadership, nutrition, and physical activity.
e Communication log will be utilized between home, school, and afterschool program
when necessary.

School will provide access to classroom, lunch room/commons area for 6pm meal,
playground, gym, and key/fob to access building.

School will maintain proper insurance (professional liability, general and property).
School will provide storage space for supplies, room for storage containers (3 large).
School staff may help mentor students and/or facilitate activities as available or
interested.

No program fees will be charged to families.

School will provide all cleaning materials.

School will provide the time for their teachers to complete 21 CCLC reports, and data
submission to WDE.

The CCSD staff will gather and keep the required statistics and evaluation data for the
grant evaluator. As in compliance with the 2021 GPRA measures, CCSD staff will
provide information on student success and growth. This information will be kept
anonymous and is for the purpose of understanding program efficacy.

CCSD staff will communicate with the Learn and Grow staff to provide academic
progress information using PowerSchool, emails, and progress reports.
