Procedures and resources to be used for identification of "at-risk" students will include,
but not be limited to, the following:

Teacher referral,

Counselor recommendation,

Parent recommendation,

Administration referral,

Student self-referral,

Outside governmental agencies,

Child Protection Team (Department of Family Services),

Single Point of Entry (County Attorney’s Office and Juvenile Probation),
Academic and confidential records, and

Building Referrals for suicide intervention.
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
