ELA: Rozet Elementary will improve ELA proficiency from 40.65% to 52% proficient or
advanced on the 2023-2024 WY-TOPP assessment, by implementing proficiency scales in
daily instruction and focusing on supporting staff as they design learning targets and embed
explicit teacher instruction in their lessons.
