5131 Alcohol, Drugs, Tobacco, and Controlled Substances 

The District recognizes the major negative effects of the use of alcohol, drugs, tobacco, and 
controlled substances on personal health and the subsequent health-care costs. 

The possession, distribution, and/or use of alcoholic beverages, tobacco and/or electronic 
smoking devices, drugs for which the user does not have a lawful prescription, or 
substances which are used in such a manner as to be dangerous to the student in any 
building, on school grounds, at any school function or while on any school-sponsored trip is 
prohibited.  Students are prohibited from being in any school building, on school grounds, or 
at any school function while under the influence of alcohol, drugs, tobacco, or controlled 
substances.
